Built with an IP66 weather rating on the external 
side, it provides reliable performance across a wide range of 
environments and conditions. ADA compliant and fire-rated, 
the BARDON is built to meet the demands of high-traffic or 
commercial environments.

PIN codes, RFID access cards or tags, and Bluetooth-enabled 
eKeys are all managed through the McGrath Smart Locks App, 
with a mechanical key override available as a backup (when 
installed with McGrath F54 / F05 ANSI mortice lock. Kawneer 
cylinder (extended thread) required.)

Tactile raised buttons with Braille ensure easy and inclusive access 
for all users, while a tempered glass screen ensures long-term 
durability. A built-in door sensor also lets you know if your door has 
been left open.

Designed to be installed with ANSI mortice locks, the BARDON can 
also be installed with a European mortice lock and tubular latch, 
though this configuration does not include a key override.

The BARDON also supports remote access with the optional Wi-Fi 
gateway. Available in matt black or satin nickel, it is a versatile, 
durable, and intelligent choice for commercial doors.

1.Install the lock mortice
The Bardon supports two di erent lock installations. It is recommended to fit the  
Bardon with the ANSI mortice lock below otherwise you lose the mechanical key  
override. Ensure that the mortice faceplate is flush with the door.

Please check if the handle matches the handing of your door. If it does not match, 
you need to reverse the direction of the levers for both exterior and interior locks.

8. Choose the spindle

   

A. Slide the exterior spindle through the hub of the latch or mortice lock .
B. Feed the connecting cable through the top hole while placing the exterior lock 
     assembly on the door. Ensure that the spindle sits within the lock hub .
C. Position the inside mounting plate on the door and feed the connecting cable 
     through the top hole.
D. Use the two main fixing screws to attach the exterior lock assembly to the 
     interior mounting plate but do not fully tighten.

7. Install door sensor
A. Install the door sensor into the door and feed the cable through the hole.
B. Connect the door sensor cable to the exterior lock assembly.

10. Install interior lock assembly
A. Slide the interior spindle through the hub of 
     the latch or mortice lock.
B. Connect the cable to interior lock assembly.
C. Place the interior lock assembly on the mounting
     plate ensuring not to pinch the connecting cable
     and tighten the 4 lock case screws.
D. Test the handle and mechanical key override.
E. Insert the rubber plugs into the bottom screw holes.
F. If you have a power bank, please connect to the 
    bottom USB port on the exterior lock.
G. Insert 4 x AA Alkaline batteries.

E. Align the mounting plate with the door edge ensuring the spindle is in the 
     middle of the round hole in the mounting plate.
F. Place the interior lock assembly on the door and check that both levers operate 
    smoothly.
G. Remove the interior lock assembly and tighten the two fixing screws.
